About the Bixl:q I_onq Beach Mansion:

The house was designed by San Francisco architects Almeric and Ernest Coxhead
and built in 1887 for prominent rancher George H. Bixby, who managed an exist-
ing ranch house and the sprawling Rancho Los Cerritos, then about 23,000 acres.
The original house was enlarged to about 6,996 square feet and in the years that
followed, the ranch land was subdivided and settled. As the grande dame on La
Linda Drive, the Bixby Ranch House today is owned by California State Floral Asso-
ciation member Duane Rose, who has lovingly restored the gardens and reflection
pools and furnished each room with exquisite antiques. The mansion, a designated
historical residence, has six fireplaces, eight bedrooms and seven bathrooms. Its
elegance was magically enhanced by CSFA’s floral design event.
